The design and maintenance of the website is the responsibility of the website
manager who is appointed by the CACS Chairperson at the beginning of his/her
three-year term and makes changes at the request of the Chair.

The person responsible for the design and maintenance of the Facebook page will be
appointed by CACS.

A web-hosting service shall be selected with consideration for services available,
customer service, accessibility, as well as cost. A Canadian host is preferred.

The hosting service package should include enough disk storage space and traffic
guota (band-width) and offer additional services such as individual email addresses
for CACS members, file management, website usage statistics, etc.

The CACS Treasurer shall ensure that the fees for domain name registration and web
hosting service are paid.

Triennial information, including registration forms
CACS members who have gone to their Fifth Day
Other content as approved by CACS

9. Personal information will not be shared on the website. This includes addresses,
telephone numbers and email addresses.

10. Email addresses included for purposes of usability shall be encoded for protection
from spam robots and other risks to personal privacy

11. Any photographs used on the Website or Facebook page, other than that of CACS
members, must have the prior written approval of all those included in the
photograph before it is posted.

12. The website should be updated as required. It is the responsibility of the CACS
Chairperson to advise the website manager of all additions and updates to be placed
on the website.
